1. A Study of the problems faced by learners of English in Indian Classrooms.

Procedure:

e List all the problems that your students have in learning English.

e Consider the socio-economic background of the children and the kind of
language exposure students get in their surroundings.

e Reflect on your own language abilities and think how you can attend to the
problems your students have. Think if you need to bring some resources from
outside.

e Now try to identify solutions to each of the problems listed. Consider the
resources available in the school and the community.

e Prepare a note on how you would prepare yourself to address the learning
problems of your students.

e Prepare a note on how you would talk to the parents about promoting English
language learning at home using the available media.

e Prepare an essay in about 20 pages keeping all the information you have
collected. Your essay should throw light on the context of the students, their
learning problems, your language abilities and teaching skills, availability
and possibility of using resources to promote English language learning



2. Textbook Analysis.

Procedure:

Read the entire textbook along with any supplementary material and
workbooks suggested. Read the introduction and guidelines for using the book
List the objectives of teaching English at that level. You might have a list of
competencies to be mastered at that level supplied by the department. You
may also find some general objectives in the introduction. You can also list
objectives based on your reading and understanding of what can be expected at
that level

Now analyse if the textbook content would be helpful in achieving these
objectives. What are the activities suggested for achieving different
objectives?

Make an analysis of the content from gender angle. Does the textbook use a
language that is neutral? Do you find examples of gender bias in the language
used?

List content that might prove hard to students. How would you mediate such
content?

Does the evaluation scheme suggested correspond to the objectives listed?
Analyse and write your views on making evaluation objective focused.

Prepare an essay of about 20 pages considering all the above issues. Suggest
how this book can be improved? What other support material or activities
would you suggest to make the inputs given through the textbook more
effective?

2. Preparation of Class dictionaries.

Procedure:

Go through all the units of an English Reader of class VII or VIII and list at
least 10 new words in each of the unit. Thus you will have a list of about 100
words.

Refer to a standard English-English dictionary and find out all information
about each of the words. Write pronunciation, parts of speech and different
meanings and sentences for the words on separate pieces of paper. If a word
has a number of meanings, you can limit to three or four meanings that would
be more relevant for children.

Now arrange all pieces of paper in an alphabetical order. You have a short
class dictionary ready for use in your class. This can be made available in the
class.

For submission purposes, please write all the entries in the alphabetical order
continuously on your assignment sheets. On an average if you write five
words a page, you would need about 20 sheets.

At the end write a note on how you would use such a dictionary in your class.



4. Local resources.

Procedure:

Make a list of human, physical and digital resources that would be available to
your students in their surroundings.

Select at least 10 of those resources for this assignment purposes.

Write an analysis of each of the identified resource focusing on the following
issues:

e Ease of its availability

e What is it useful for ? Which skill can be practiced?

e What are the exercises that you would suggest to children to get the best
out of that resource?

e What are the precautions to be taken while suggesting an assignment on
the identified resource — suitability to classroom processes, talking to
parents and mobilising other people in support etc

e How would you evaluate and give feedback to your students when they
work on that resource?

e Prepare an essay based on all the points raised above focusing on the use
of locally available resources for promoting English language learning.

5. A short term reading programme.

Procedure:

Identify TEN short reading passages for use in a particular class. These reading
material could have stories, descriptions, narration of events and so on. The
passage should have about 100 words and not more than 125 words.

You can rewrite the material available to you. You can even write your own
material if you are good at writing.

Now prepare 5 questions on each of the passage. For each passage one type of
question can be asked. Thus for one passage you can given fill in the blanks,
and for another simple questions. You can also prepare multiple choice
questions,  matching type questions, vocabulary exercises like cross word
puzzle etc. Please note that each passage must have a different type of
exercise.

Now write the passage neatly on one side of a sheet. On the other side you can
write the exercises. Now your reading card is ready. You can make multiple
copies of these sheets any time you want and give a reading programme to your
students.

Prepare a short note on how you would use these passages in your class for
promoting reading.

Put all the sheets with the reading passages together and attach the note on its use at
the end and submit.

Printing: It should have quality printing, bold font and easily readable font.

Size: It should be handy.

Cover: It should have an appealing and attractive cover.

Author:

The text book committee members should be qualified, teaching mathematics, have
good number of years of experience, and are selected by state government.

Content:

Should be child centered, should be arranged from simple to complex and concrete
to abstract, should create interest among the pupils, should be objective based,
should be according to the syllabus, should satisfy the demands of examination,
should include the recent developments in mathematics and there should be scope
for oral mathematics.

Organization and presentation:

Should cater to individual differences, should have scope for revision, practice and
review, should stimulate interest and creativity among students, should offer
suggestions to improve study habits, should be organized according to the
psychology of students, should be logical, should suggest project work and field
work.

Language:

Language used should be simple and easily understandable to the students,
vocabulary used should be suitable to the age group of students, the terms and
symbols should be popular and internationally accepted.

Exercises and Illustrations:

The illustrations should be accurate, clear and appropriate. The exercises should
have easy and difficult problems, should be graded, should develop thinking and
reasoning abilities of students. There should be exercises at the end of every topic.
General:

At the end of the textbook there should be tables and appendices.

The price of the textbook should be within the reach of all students.
