How is it supposed
to be an ‘objective’ aesthetic account ? Answer with reference to the text.

6. In what ways does Leavis extend Eliot’s notion of ‘tradition’ ? What objections
may one rise with regard to that notion of tradition ?

7. “Neither subjectivist nor objectivist, but simply textual”. Does this represent new
criticism fairly ?
